Based on the audiences of the radio networks selected for the campaign, LLTC estimates
that this information r eached over 75% of its ®ntracted farmers, their families and their
workers. In addition, growers who are not contr acted with the company, but want to sell
their tobacco on the auction floors, and farmers who do not grow tobacco are also able to
benefit from this educational campaign.
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These skits are part of LLTC's commitment to farmer safety. In addition to awareness and

educational campaigns, all of LLTC’s contracted farmers receive personal protective equipment to

be used when applying agrochemicals each year, in the form of PVC and disposable gloves, a

plastic apron, goggles and a mask. LLTC field technicians also give contracted farmers group and
personal training to give them the tools they need to farm effectively.
